
The Webstone Pro-Connect™ Push Valve offers the unique features of being quick and easy to install and remove; as well as field 
repairable. 
 
The Pro-Connect™ Push Valve conforms to NSF 61-8 and is cUPC listed for use with PEX (ASTM F876, CSA B137.5), Copper (ASTM 
B88) and CPVC (ASTM D2846, CAS B137.6) tubing. 
 
When installing PEX tubing into the Pro-Connect™ Push Valve, the plastic support piece must be installed into the PEX pipe to ensure 
the tubing retains its rigidity. The Copper and CPVC tubing does not require the use of the plastic support piece and should not have 
this piece installed.   
 
Installing Tubing into the Pro-Connect™ Push Valve 
The installer must ensure that installations comply with all local plumbing and building codes. 
 
Step 1 – Match Tubing and Valve Size, Cut Tubing 
Match the tubing size with the appropriate Pro-Connect™ Push Valve. Verify that both the tubing and Pro-Connect™ Push Valve are 
clean,undamaged and are appropriate for the intended service.  
 
Cut the tubing to the proper length necessary for the installation. 
IMPORTANT: The tubing must be long enough to fit inside the valve, not just to the face of the valve. 
 
The approximate depth that the tubing will be inserted into the Pro-Connect™ Push Valve is:  
	1/2”	 -	 62702	 -	 1”  
	3/4”	 -	 62703	 -	 0.825”  
	 1”	 -	 62704	 -	 1.25”  
 
When cutting the tubing care must be exercised to ensure that the tube remains round and does not get flattened into an oval. Failure 
to ensure the tubing remains round may affect the performance of the joint.  
 
Step 2 – Deburr Tubing  
The tubing must be cleaned of burrs that may have been created by cutting the tubing (both inside and outside of the tubing).  
 
Step 3 – Measure Tubing Insertion Depth  
Prior to installing the tubing into the Pro-Connect™ Push Valve, measure the approximate insertion depth and mark the tubing with felt 
tipped pen indicating the approximate insertion depth.  
 
The approximate depth that the tubing will be inserted into the Pro-Connect™ Push Valve is: 
	1/2”	 - 	 62702	 -	  1”  
	3/4“	 - 	 62703	 - 	 0.825”  
	 1”	 -	 62704	 - 	 1.25”  
 
Step 4 – Installing to Line  
If PEX tubing is to be used, install the plastic support insert into PEX tubing and then follow the tubing installation instructions below:  
 
Insert the tubing into the Pro-Connect™ Push Valve and slowly turn the tube and/or valve to facilitate moving the tube past the O-Ring 
seal inside the valve. Water may be used as a lubricant if desired, HOWEVER NO OTHER LUBRICANTS MAY BE USED. Verify the 
tubing has been fully inserted into the valve by measuring the distance between the end of the valve and the line on the tubing. The line 
should be no further than 1/16” from the end of the release collar (1.5 mm).  

Once all of the connections have been completed, and it is safe to do so, the piping system can be checked for leaks.
